The 27, 50, 77 and 100
mile rides will take you through quiet shaded
country roads where you will pass by horse farms,
streams and the historic Brandywine Battlefields.

All rides start at the Brandywine Valley
Association, located 6 miles west of West Chester
on route 842. Lunch is served after the 27 and 50
mile rides. After lunch, riders can decide to lie in
the shade and enjoy the beautiful grounds of the
BVA or ride the second 50 mile loop to complete
the 77 mile option or the full century.

The ride begins at the BVA Myrick center on
route 842 approximately 6 miles west of West
Chester and 3 miles east of Unionville. For
additional information about the starting point
please visit the BVA website at :

Mapquest / GPS Navigation

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From West Chester
From High Street heading South, turn right on
Price. Price street will cross route 52 and end
at Route 842. Turn left and continue on Route
842, you will cross two bridges just STAY ON
ROUTE 842.  After the second bridge you will
cross railroad tracks, the Center is about 1 mile
beyond the tracks.

From Kennett Square
Take Route 82 going North past route 926 to
Unionville.  In Unionville turn right (east) on
Route 842. The Myrick Conservation Center is

3 miles down.  Just a quarter mile past the big red
barn (Northbrook Orchards).

From Coatesville
Take Route 82 South into Unionville. In Unionville
turn left (east) on Route 842. The Myrick
Conservation Center is 3 miles down.  Just a
quarter mile past the big red barn (Northbrook
Orchards).

From Philadelphia
Take Route 76 west towards Valley Forge.  Take
Route 202 south towards West Chester.  Pass Boot
Road to the Paoli Pike exit.  Go right towards West
Chester passing the Goshen Shopping Center.
Paoli Pike becomes Gay Street.  Make a left turn
on High Street which is also Route 100 and follow
the directions from West Chester.

From Wilmington
Take Route 202 North to Route 1.  Take Route 1
south (left turn) past Longwood Gardens to the
Route 82 exit (bypass, north of Kennett Square)
and follow the directions from Kennett Square.

SAFETY AND SUPPORT
For a safe and enjoyable ride please check that
your bike is in good working order ahead of time,
remember your helmet and arrange for riders under
16 to be accompanied by an adult.
